The uses allowed for a property located in a commercial 19 

revitalization area with underlying zoning of C3 are the permitted, conditional, and special 20 

exception uses set forth in § 18-5-102 for a C3 District, except that outside storage 21 

accessory to other uses shall be limited to 10% of the square footage of the structure to 22 

which it relates, and the following additional uses are allowed as permitted uses: 23
