INSTRUCTIONS/POLICIES FOR USE OF AACACC TRAP

Regardless of how much of a nuisance an animal poses, once trapped, every degree of care must be taken to ensure the well-being and

humane treatment of that animal. The following practices are required:

e Traps may only be set beginning Monday 8:00 p.m. through Friday until 4:00 p.m. Traps are not to be set on holidays/weekends.

e Traps may not be set on any property other than listed above.

e Traps shall be maintained in a quiet, discreet, location on the above noted property. Traps must be kept out of direct sunlight

between the months of March through October.

Traps must be monitored several times throughout the day.

Animals must not be touched or handled once trapped. AACACC should be called promptly once an animal is trapped.

It is not the responsibility of AACACC or DNR to pick up captured nuisance wildlife.

If nuisance wildlife is caught in this trap it is to be released on the premises OR, if removal of the animal is desired, a Nuisance

Wildlife Cooperator is to be contacted (Call the Nuisance Wildlife Hotline at 1-877-463-6497 or visit DNR’s website for

information).

e To release wildlife on the premises please use the following guidelines for safe release. Wear rubber gloves, place a towel over
the majority of the trap, open the door then slowly walk away from the trap and allow the animal to exit on his/her own.

e Always make trapping the mother animal a priority. To trap either a mother animal or her offspring you may use either the
mother (for her offspring) or the offspring (for the mother as bait). To use a live animal as “bait” multiple traps will be needed.
Cover both traps and place one in front of the other with the “bait” in the rear trap and the front trap open so *“access” to the “bait”
is through the empty open trap.

o Effective February 2018 AACACC does not have the authority to impound ear tipped community cats with few exceptions. For
information on how to handle Community Cat concerns please review the additional flier.

For some animals placing the bait is important. For example,
to trap rabbits we place several small slices of carrot in front
of the trap and at 3 to 4 inch intervals into the trap. Use this
manner to lead the rabbit over the trip plate to where you have
placed the remaining portion of your bait.
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
